New Water Line Completed

The Village recently completed the new 8” water line on Clinton Street
between Union Street and Wallkill Avenue.

Better fire protection, enhanced flow and pressure will all result from
this project.

The total cost of the project was $222,000., and the Village was awarded
additional grant monies, which totaled nearly $150,000.

Plans are already underway to apply for a grant for a new 8” line on the
West end of Clinton Street (between Union and Bridge Streets).

If successful with the grant application (H.U.D.), this project will be
completed in 2017.

New Water Filtration for the Village

Plans for the new filter plant at holt well are almost complete. Supt. of
Public Works, Bud Nelson, is attempting to procure all the necessary Health
Dept. and other permits before we can go to construction.

The entire project is projected to cost $330,000. This is great news because
originally the cost was projected at $500,000.

Once completed the new plant will filter 75% of the Village water pumped
into the water system. This will eliminate the brown water problem
(especially in the Water’s Edge vicinity).
